- Do not allow rubber or vinyl materials to lie on the furniture. rather than polished. (Penetrating sealer may be used on both polished and honed

- Sunlight's ultraviolet rays can damage the finish of furniture. Marble may be stone, but it is porous stone and can stain easily. Treating marble
Do not place furniture directly against a heater or radiator and surfaces the same as wood surfaces is a great rule of thumb.
do not place in the path of hot streams of air from central heating. - It is recommended to seal the tops on a regular basis (every 6 to 12 months).

- For lasting shine, the resin table should be waxed with a car wax - Frequent vacuuming of the entire upholstered area will prevent dust from settling
that does not contain silicon.

result in a high gloss shine. - Professional cleaning is always recommended for all upholstered pieces.

- When wiping down the table, a soft, clean rag should be used. - Always pre-test a small area of fabric in an inconspicuous area when cleaning

(A) by inserting Flat Washer (1), Spring Washer (2), Short

Bolt (4), and secure with Allen key (6). Do not fully tighten at
this stage.

Step 2 : Insert Flat Washer (1), Spring Washer (2), Long

Bolt (3), and secure with Allen Key (6). Do not fully tighten
at this stage.

Step 3 : Attach LSF/ RSF Front Leg (C,D) to the Seat Box W/Seat Cushion (B) by using Flat Washer (1), Spring

Washer (2), Hex Nut (5), ang secure by Wrench (7). Attach LSF/RSF Stretcher (F,G) to the LSF/RSF Front Leg (C,D)
and Chair Back (A) by using Screw (8), and secure with a Philips-head screwdriver (not provided).

Attach Front Stretcher (E) to the LSF/RSF Front Leg (C,D) by using Screw (8), and secure with a Philips-head
screwdriver (not provided). Fully tighten all bolts and screws at this time. Assembly product is now completed.
